
 
 
 

Street names at Lanikeha were carefully considered in relation to their 
meaning within this important place.  Below you will find the generally 
accepted meanings of the street names found in our new community. 
 
 

• Anapuni Loop – nv. Boundary, circumference, perimeter; to 

encircle, go around.  

 

• Anapuni Place – see above.   

 

• Kaulele Place – 1.  vi. To take flight; soaring, on the wing. 2.  

Exclamation stress; to accent in music.  3.  Extraordinary, over and 

above the ordinary, extra, added on, additional, supplemental, 

random, excess.  

 

• Lōli’i Place – v. Relaxed, at ease, without worry, carefree. 

 

• Keahilele Place – (Pronounced Ke Ahi Lele) n. Name of a star that 

rises in the month of Welehu, accompanied by Ke-‘alihonlani.  

 

• Lewa Lani Place – n. Highest stratum of the heavens.
